#7-B. Western lllinois University Dual Admission Agreement: The CEO recommended approval
of the Dual Admission Agreement between Illinois Eastern Community Colleges and Western Illinois
University.

Dual Admission Agreement

Illinois Eastern Community Colleges and Western Illinois University agree to accept students into
both ingtitutions smultaneoudy in all degree programs except the Board of Trustees/BA degree and
individuals seeking a second Bachelor degree with the following conditions.

Dud admission students shall complete both the Illinois Eastern Community Colleges and the Western
[llinois University application which will be designated ‘Dua Admissions. These documents will be
shared between Illinois Eastern Community Colleges and Western Illinois University with each
ingtitution having a complete copy on file for the date of acceptance.

Applicants must meet all admission criteria at the time they officialy matriculate at Western Illinois
University. Admission to Illinois Eastern Community Colleges and Western Illinois University does
not congtitute admission to a particular degree program. Whether enrolled as a degree candidate at
Western Illinois University, a non-degree candidate at Western or as a dua-admitted student at an
Illinois Eastern Community Colleges and Western Illinois University, the applicant is subject to all
policies and procedures of each ingtitution.

At the time of acceptance as a degree candidate at Western Illinois University, the applicant must request
original transcripts from all other institutions attended be forwarded directly to Illinois Eastern
Community Colleges and the Admissions Management Center at Western Illinois University.



State of Illinois law requires students who take classes in Macomb to furnish proof of proper immunization
againgt certain communicable diseases. Full information concerning this requirement may be
obtained from Beu Health Center in Macomb.

Western Illinois University students may appedl the implementation of any University regulation which
relates to admission, academic standards, or graduation by submitting a formal written appeal to the
Council on Admission, Graduation and Academic Standards (CAGAS).

Illinois Eastern Community Colleges and Western Illinois University will provide student support services to
dual-admitted students as follows:

a [llinois Eastern Community Colleges will provide academic advisors trained in Dual
Admission processes to aid in the smooth transition to Western.

b. Western Illinois University will provide financia aid counseling, academic advising services,
personnel/career counseling, an upper division academic assistance program, access to library
services, and career placement services for Western graduates. Western Illinois University
will designate a specific academic advisor who will be the primary contact person for al dua-
admit students.

C. Advisorstrained in the Dual Admission process will be designated by Illinois Eastern
Community Colleges and Western Illinois University and will maintain close and continuous
contact to ensure accuracy in academic advising for dua admits. 1llinois Eastern Community
Cdleges and Western Illinois University will allow equal accessto al necessary academic
information by either advisor while maintaining the confidentiaity of student records. Illinois
Eastern Community Colleges will dlow the Western Illinois University dual admission
advisor to participate in any appropriate committee meetings and/or other activities which
would impact upon the academic advisement of dual admits. Western Illinois University will
alow the same privileges to the designated Illinois Eastern Community Colleges dua
admission advisor.

Upon receipt of an application and student transcript, Western Illinois University will provide regular updates
of Western’s Audit of Requirements for Degree (WARD Report) which will track the student’s
progress toward meeting baccal aureate degree requirements. The dual-admit student will follow the
Western Illinois University undergraduate catalog in effect for requirements from the date of dual
admit, unless otherwise requested.

Western will provide training for Illinois Eastern Community Colleges advisors in the use of the WARD
Reports.

Students transferring into Western Illinois University programs will start with a new grade-point average.
Students on federa financia aid have atime frame alowed for degree completion. Credit hours, as
determined by the Financia Aid Office would be counted toward the number of semesters a student
could receive financia assistance if they wish to maintain financial aid. Students must graduate
within 150% of the credit hours necessary to receive adegree. Thisfedera requirement appliesto all
ingtitutions.

We
recommend this revision be presented to the Board of Trustees for first reading or approval in February.

This revison will alow the Comptroller/Director of Finance (with Board approval) to have the authority to make
discretionary deposits outside the bidding process not to exceed $100M per ingtitution.

BUSINESS PROCEDURES — 300

Investment Policy (300.12)

The Board of Trustees shall cause the investment of District funds in accordance with the Illinois Public
Community College Act and the Investment of Public Funds Act with the exception that the Board shall
prohibit investments in short-term obligations of U.S. corporations. The Board authorizes the Treasurer, upon
recommendation by the Chief Executive Officer and Comptroller, to invest funds of the District. The District
shall assemble a list of interested and qudified bidders on a quarterly basis, and said bidders shal invest funds
in an amount over $100,000 in a financia ingtitution which has a capitad to asset ratio of less than six percent
(6%); in no case shdl the gaff invest funds in any single indtitution to exceed thirty percent (30%) of the
capital structure of said ingtitution.

The Board shall be provided areport on District Investments each month.
Pledged securities shall be required in the amount of the uninsured portions of the invested funds.
The Comptroller/Director of Finance with approval of the Board of Trustees shall have the authority to make

discretionary deposits outside the bidding process for the purpose of supporting, economic and community
development, not to exceed $100M per ingtitution.

RE: Associate in Science and Arts Degree— ASA

As requested by the Cabinet, the Student Relations Committee and the Academic Deans met on
Friday, January 21, to review the graduation and 1Al requirements of the Associate in Science and the
Associate in Arts degrees. Prior to this meeting, each of the Academic Deans were requested to meet
with their C & | Committees and/or Academic Affairs Committees to receive input from their faculty
regarding the graduation and 1Al requirements of these degrees.

It is the unanimous recommendation of this group that IECC establish one degree effective
Summer, 2000, called an Associate in Science and Arts (ASA) degree which will follow the ICCB
transfer mode degree.

The Asociate in Science and Arts degree is designed to alow students to complete the lower-
divison of abaccaaureste degree, by including the transferable Generd Education Core Curriculum and
dlowing the flexibility to complete mgor field courses recommended by the Illinois Articulation
Initiative.

It is proposed that we aso continue the current transfer degrees. Associatein Arts (AA) and
Asociate in Science (AS).

The graduation requirements of the proposed Associate in Science and Arts degree are as follows:

RE: Alliance with Franklin University

Mr. Chairman, Franklin University, an innovator in learning for the non-traditiona student for almost 100
years, has created a unique aliance program for community colleges that will significantly change higher
education and provide students with the “new ABC’s of Education.” (Associate’s Degree + Bridge Courses +
Completion Program).

These dliances will alow students at community colleges to complete a Bachelor’ s degree virtualy
without leaving their community college. The students complete their 60 credit hours for an Associate’ s degree
plus 24 credit hours of preparation coursework from their local community college, followed by gpproximately 40
credit hours via an on-line Bachelor’ s degree completion program delivered by Franklin University.

Bachelor’s degrees in five mgjor areas are currently available: Business Administration, Technical
Administration, Computer Science, Management Information Systems and Health Services Administration. A
sixth mgjor in Public Safety is being devel oped.

To support this initiative, Franklin University has established a Technology Center within the University,
recruited leaders in non-campus based technology, and staffed the center with faculty and course developers who
are educated and experienced in delivering courses designed to capitalize on the online learning approach.

Through the Alliance Program, Franklin University will deliver the completion program coursework via
the Internet, and students will be supported in their studies with access to computers, advising, library, etc., a
[llinois Eastern Community Colleges.

Current lllinois Alliance partners include Black Hawk, Elgin, Illinois Valey, Shawnee, Southeastern
Illinois and Parkland Community Colleges. Current Indiana Alliance partners include Vincennes University.

The Cabinet approved forming an aliance with Franklin University at their February mesting. |
recommend approving this request. The following is a sample agreement for your information.

SUBJECT: Amendment #1 FY 2000 Department of Corrections Contract

In December, the IECC Board of Trustees approved an amendment to the FY 2000 contract with the lllinois
Department of Corrections School District #428 for $11,322. The amendment was not moved forward by the
School District #428.

Corrections wanted to make some additional changes and modifications to the initial amendment. Rather
than submitting the first amendment followed by a second amendment, it was Department of Correction’s
preference we submit one amendment to include all of the changes. Therefore, | am requesting for an
amendment to the FY 2000 with the lllinois Department of Corrections School District #428 to increase the
budget by $13,762.

The amendment reflects changes in five line items. The first is an increase of $4,225 in Personnel. This is
the result of the pay increase of $25 per credit hour for part-time instructors, and approval by D.O.C. to fund
$1,400 for a second LTC free world student intern position within the educational programs at the Robinson
Correctional Center. The second is an increase of $4,050 to purchase equipment. The third line item
increase is for $1,800 in commodities to purchase new textbooks and supplies. The fourth increase is $1,900
in travel of which $400 is to be used for vocational instructor in-service. Glen Donaldson has been asked by
Corrections to serve on a state wide audit team for the Department. Therefore $1,500 is being added to the
budget to cover the additional travel expense for the audits. In the line item “Other”, there will be an increase
of $1,787. This is to allow for a $1,000 upgrade in software for the Computer Technology Program and an
increase of $787 in indirect cost.

The current budget with corrections is $402,978. The $13,762 increase will result in an amended budget of
$416,740.

This contract provides the direct connectivity to the Internet for al IECC locations that are connected to our
wide area network (WAN). Currently, al four campuses, the District Office and the Crisp Center have
connectivity to the WAN.

A direct Internet connection provides the following resources:

Internet connectivity for student computer labs for research and training.

Staff and faculty access to the Internet for research and E-mail.

Internet access to IECC information.

Access to IECC's administrative software system and campus pipeline via the Internet.  After the
implementation of SCT’'s software, many of the functions that currently require students to visit a
campus can be done on-line over the Internet (i.e. applying for admissions, registering for classes,
checking financid aid, etc.).

We have been pleased with our service from AccessUS and are recommending renewal of their contract. If
you support our recommendation, please place this on the February Board agenda for action.

This Basic Services Agreement (the “Agreement”) is entered into this 31st day of January 1999, between
Western Pacific Network Services, Inc. d/b/a Access US(tm), Inc. (“Access US(tm)”), a Missouri
corporation located at 8 Park Place Swansea, IL, and Illinois Eastern Community College.

This contract also includes 5 dial-up accounts
at a discounted rate of $50.00 per month. If the bandwidth as described above is labeled as “burstable”, the
fee payable hereunder shall be determined monthly over the term of this Agreement by the sustained usage
rate as set forth as Attachment A hereto.

This Agreement shall be for a term of (1) year, ending on Feb 16t 2001 and shall thereafter automatically
renew itself for successive ONE (1) year terms unless this Agreement is terminated by either party at least 30
days prior to the then current date for termination. Access US(tm) reserves the right to change its rates for
any renewal term by notifying you at least 30 days in advance of the effective date of such change in rates.

You will be invoiced monthly in advance for all amounts due and owing to ACCESS US(tm). Such payment is
due within 15 days dfter the date of such invoice. If payment is not received within a 30-day period you will
be charged an interest rate equal to the lesser of 1.5% per month or the maximum amount permitted by the
law of your state. If at anytime you fail to pay ACCESS US(tm) with 30 days of the invoice date, you will be
considered in default under the terms and conditions of this contract. If such default occurs, the cumulative
total of all monthly payments owed to ACCESS US(tm) remaining on this contract become due and payable
as of that date, as liquidation damages and not as a penalty. In such case the monthly payments for such
damages will be calculated at the rate of $1492.00 for each month remaining under this Agreement. Customer
acknowledges that the amounts payable pursuant to the proceeding sentence are equitable compensation to
ACCESS US(tm) which is intended to reasonably compensate ACCESS US(tm) for the losses which are
occasioned by Customer’s failure to honor its obligations hereunder and that the exact amount of charges is
difficult or impractical to establish.
