FCC Graduate Hired as Apprentice Lineman

Gage Crabtree of Orchardville has accepted
an apprentice lineman position with Duke
Energy based out of Columbus, Indiana.
Crabtree completed the Electrical Distribution
Systems Program in May 2014 at Frontier
Community College in Fairfield.

As an apprentice lineman Crabtree will work
with the transmission crew reconstructing
transmission lines in the Southern Indiana
territory. After four years training, he will
become a journeyman lineman.

The lineman field is competitive. In fact, there
were 270 applicants for this position and
Crabtree was one of the two hired. Prior to
being chosen for this position, Crabtree had

worked for five months at Gaylor Electric out
of Indiana, acompany thatdoes contract work
for Duke Energy.

“Gage was an exceptional student,” stated Ed
Patton, EDS Faculty at Frontier Community
College. “He always worked hardin class and
took pride in his work. | knew he was going to
make it to an apprentice lineman.” Crabtree
received the Outstanding Student award in
the Electrical Distribution Systems Program
for 2013-2014 and graduated with honors.

A 2009 graduate of Wayne City High School,
Crabtree enlisted in the United States Navy
following high school. He served three years
in Yokosuka, Japan (20 miles south of Tokyo).

During his time of service, Crabtree complet-
ed an online Bachelor’s degree in Business
Administration, through Columbia Southern
University.

However, they are difficult
to sustain,” stated FCC President Dr. Jay
Edgren. “We’re thankful that they opened
the door for athletics at our college and
look forward to the inauguration of volley-
ball and softball in the fall. Participation
at the lower levels in these two sports is
popular and growing in our area. They are
viable and we anticipate being very com-
petitive.”

Starting this fall, the Bobcats athletic pro-
gram is adding women’s volleyball and
softball teams. At the time of publication,
9 student athletes have signed to play vol-

leyball and 8 athletes for softball. Marty
Slover is coaching Bobcats softball and
Jessica Backes is the Bobcats volleyball
coach.

“l got very lucky by having the opportu-
nity to hire 2 great coaches that have an
extreme passion for what they do,” stat-
ed Tommy Kent, FCC’s Athletic Director.
“That’'s what it takes to build and sustain
strong programs in college athletics. We
are building a tradition of excellence here
at Frontier Community College by recruit-
ing great athletes that also have great
character. We hope that the public can rally
around us as we take our next step toward
the future.”
